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BACKDROP

The establishment of World Trade Organisation (WTO) has changed the nature of global agricultural marketing and trade. The major agreements under WTO attempt to establish free and fair trade in the world market, so that cost and quality would emerge as the most important determinants of trade flow in the global market. Major global agricultural exporters in the world are EU, US, Brazil, China, Argentina, Indonesia etc. The major exportable commodities from India include coffee, tobacco, spices, raw cotton, rice, dairy products etc. Share of agricultural sector in total export from India was 8.5% in FY 2010-11. India’s largest trading partners are UAE, China, US, Singapore, Hong Kong etc. Major agricultural products exporting states in India include Maharashtra, Karnataka, Punjab, Haryana, AP etc. Haryana is one of the major states producing cereals and milk. 


The outlook for India’s trade sector has brightened with good growth in the last financial year. However, these impressive figures need to be consistent on account of the recent development in world trade. The short-term challenges on the trade front for India are to speed up and maintain the tempo of export growth and ensuring that the slightly dimmed prospects on the trade growth front do not obstruct the way of reform agenda. Further, challenges like real diversification in export, increasing export competiveness of agricultural commodities, tariff reforms etc. need to be tackled for long-term benefits.  


To grab the opportunities in the global market and meeting various challenges, the exporters carefully need to design their global business plans and strategies. It requires scientific and systematic knowledge of various trade related measures and the institutional framework. Therefore, the objective of this programme is capacity building of export oriented functionaries and institutions for   enhancing the exports of basmati rice and dairy products from Haryana.       

BROAD CONTENTS OF THE COURSE
